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What captures the interest of children in the city?   
What causes them to want to come to a building 
day after day, before the doors open?  At the end 
of the time, what makes them want more…more 
days to come, more hours to stay…? 
 

Fun.  Love.  Attention.  Boundaries.  And more 
fun!  That’s what Summer Day Camp provided 
for over 90 children in first thru sixth grade for 

four weeks in June and July.  The children came to the Agape Center for crafts, gym games, snacks, Bible 
lessons and field trips to the zoo and the beach.  The theme this year was “Knowing Christ,” and all the 
lessons were focused on how we can know Jesus and grow in following Him all our days.   
 

After each Bible lesson, the children were divided into small groups of 3-4 children, and they were able to ask 
questions about how to put what they’d learned into practice.  While it was evident that many of the children 
had not been taught much about the Bible, most of them had a tender heart and wanted to know Jesus as their 
Savior.  When squabbles would break out between kids, a staff or volunteer would pull them aside to deal with 
the issue and remind them of the lessons they’d been learning.  They were more willing to see their “fault” and 
apologize to the person they offended!  By the end of the Camp, 28 children had accepted Christ!  
             
At the end of the four weeks at the Agape Center, we sent 26 children to Camp Beechpoint, a residential camp 
in Michigan sponsored by Child Evangelism Fellowship.  Some of the children had never been to a camp 
before and were ecstatic to have the opportunity to go!  
  
Here’s what Tavaris Loggins, age 9 had to say about his 
experience:  “At Camp Beechpoint I had so much fun.  I went 

swimming every day in the 
afternoon.  I also went on a 
speedboat.  One of my 
favorite things was when I 
played with bows and 
arrows, but don’t worry, 
they’re completely safe.  
Also, we got in canoes and I 
went go-cart riding.  We had 
Bible study and a campfire every night.  When we went to the gym, we did 
wall climbing.  The funnest and scariest thing is the zip line.  It’s 100 feet 
in the air and I had to slide down.  I had so much fun that I didn’t want to 
leave and I want to go back next year.” 
 

Thank you for your investments of prayer and financial support for all the 
kids who came to Summer Day Camp.  Continue to pray that they will 
grow in knowing Christ!

Their vision is to see these young men learn about 
Jesus, learn how to live out their faith in the day-to-day, and then share what they’re learning with others.   
This is Discipleship. 
 
A few weeks ago, 20 representatives from our Partner Ministries went through an introductory training that 
will help them launch discipleship in their church.  Partnering with LifeBuilders, the discipleship training 
ministry of Campus Crusade for Christ, we are able to expose many churches in the city to this opportunity 
that will help them train and lead their congregations into this ministry of multiplication.   
 
The focus of the ministry of Campus Crusade for Christ is “…to build movements everywhere so that 
everyone will know someone who truly follows Christ”!  I am excited that God is raising up movements 
everywhere…thank you for being a part of ALL that He is doing! 
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We hosted our      
third annual 

Community Fair in September.  After spending the 
month praying, planning, and canvassing the 
neighborhood, over 150 people were in attendance.  
This year, we had 25 exhibitors that offered a variety 
of services to our community.    There were free 
blood pressure and diabetes screenings, a church that 
offers an AWANA program, several Day Care 
providers, and representatives from the Roseland 
Community Hospital and the Alderman’s office. 
 
We had an evangelism table set up in the middle of 
the “Exhibitor Circle” and most of our guests came 
by the table.  After taking a brief survey, they each 

heard the gospel.
